   Laurene Lambertino - Urquizo  
 
 
 
A fascinating new member of our congregation is Laurene Lam-
bertino-Urquizo.  Prior to retirement in 2002, Laurene educated 
students at Moraine Valley College as an adjunct instructor of Art 
History, Art Appreciation and the Humanities.  Her college experi-
ence included Governors State Univ., Northern IL Univ., and the 
Art Institute of Chicago, along with her junior year abroad at 
Loyola Universityôs Rome Center.  
 
Born in Chicago Heights, she grew up in Crete and currently lives 
there.  The mother of three grown children who have all pursued 
studies in scientific fields, she worked as a community organizer 
right out of college, and also in credit unions. Her current per-
sonal interests include working with fiber arts (knitting, quilting, 
etc.), archaeology, politics, gardening, cooking, genealogy, and 
her cats. Laurene has lived in the south suburbs most of her life.   
 
Laurene has strong ties to Latino culture. She has worked at the 
Field Museum as a research project volunteer for many years on 
a collection of precolumbian ceramics and once co-curated a 
major exhibition at the Mexican Fine Arts Museum. For a time 
she was also the administrator of the Center for Latin American 
Studies at the University of Chicago. Fluent in Spanish, she got 
involved in a mostly Latino parish in Chicago Heights where she 
taught catechism and admired the charismatic priest who helped 
create a strong sense of community in that environment. Her 
parents were both raised Catholics but became atheists, so her 
early religious orientation was secular.  However, as a child she 
pursued religion by visiting churches with her friends, which 
eventually led to Catholicism becoming a strong influence in her 
life.  There, she learned that by giving of yourself, real healing 
can happen, and that changed her whole outlook on life.  
 
Eventually, however, the church's stance on issues such as abor-
tion, gays, and the cover-up of sexual abuse cases caused her to 
drift in a different direction. Recently she discovered Unitarian 
Universalism. Though her mother, Mary Lambertino, and her 
aunt, Emily Zaber, are both members of UUCC, Laurene did not 
visit us until she was urged to do so by her friend Assunta Oster-
holt, who has attended UUCCPF for over 20 years.  Recently, 
she signed our membership book. She did so because she likes 
Rev. Yielbonzie's thoughtful, intelligent leadership, and she be-
lieves that UUCC membership will allow her to make legitimate 
contributions to a community where she feels comfortable.   
 
We welcome her gifts, and respect the choice she has made to 
share them with us.
